Release of Students

Children will be released only to persons who are authorized to pick 
them up as indicated on the enrollment contract. If someone other than
the authorized persons will pick up a child, prior written permission is
required stating the name and telephone number of the person who will 
pick up the child.  The authorized person will be required to show a picture 
ID and sign the child out.  Students will not be permitted to sign themselves
out or allowed to walk home unaccompanied.  Authorized individuals 16 years
of age with a valid driver’s license will be allowed to sign out a child. 

If no one comes to pick up a child from the program by 6:30 P.M., parents
will be called. If parents cannot be reached, other authorized persons listed
on the registration form will be called. If no one can be reached to pick up the
child by 7:00 P.M., the school will call 911 for a police officer to pick up the child

from school.
Snacks

Light snacks will be provided each day. Snack examples include:

The Afterschool Program staff will provide appropriate time and space for 
homework.  We will gladly encourage each child to use this time wisely.

However, your child is responsible for homework completion and accuracy.
The Afterschool staff will help students check for homework activities noted

in the agenda or homework folder.  We will gladly offer one-on-one homework
help.  However, if a student does not bring homework or denies existence of 
same, the afterschool staff can not be held responsible.  

Examples of Activities

Some of the activities planned for students include the following:

Outside structured activities (Exercise, tag games, ball activities, playground) 

Math & Reading Activities, Study Time, Break Time
Cooking, Social Interaction, Science Lab
Snacks, Movies/Films, Computer Time (approved educational programs)
Student Injury / Illness

Your child will not be given any medication during the Afterschool program
hours (including aspirin and cough drops) unless a note is sent from home or
from a physician. The Site Coordinator or someone knowledgeable in first aid

will address minor injuries and illnesses. If medical attention is needed, 911
will be called for assistance. Parents will be informed of all injuries.

Personal Articles

Students should not bring toys, trading cards, sporting equipment, money,
valuable items or pets to the program. The program will not be responsible

for lost, stolen or traded items.

Discipline Policies

Regular school discipline policies are in effect for the program. If a student
is disruptive or threatens other students in any way, it may affect his or her
future participation in the program. Discipline problems will be handled using
the following guidelines:

1st offense: Site Coordinator talks to the student and notifies the parent.
2nd offense: Site Coordinator talks to the student and notifies the parent.
3rd offense: Site Coordinator talks to the student, notifies the parent and 
the student is dismissed from the program for the following week.

Additional offenses will require a meeting with the Site Coordinator, student, 

parents and Assistant Principal/Principal.

Depending on the severity of the offense, immediate dismissal from the program
 is a possibility. Parents will be notified of this situation and a meeting will be
 scheduled.
